You can also author bidirectional content in DITA topics by simply applying the Direction attri-
bute (dir) of any supporting element. Or define this attribute in the EDD to provide bidirec-
tional authoring support in your custom structured applications.

The inheritance model in FrameMaker XML Author has been redesigned to support the Direc-
tion attribute. For example, if a topic’s Direction attribute has been set to RTL, and the Direction
attribute of a paragraph element within the topic has been set to inherit, then the direction of
the paragraph element will also be set to RTL.

For Arabic language, FrameMaker XML Author supports diacritics and standard ligature charac-
ters as shown in the following figure:

A new Direction toolbar had also been added to help you quickly convert digits from English to
Arabic or from Arabic to English and directional markers for neutral symbols, such as slash or
parentheses.

It's easy to mix Chinese, Japanese, and Korean (CJK) content with LTR or RTL content. This sup-
port is available at the document level, but in different paragraphs. This means that within a
document, you can have Chinese content in one paragraph and the next paragraph can have
Arabic content.
